Another question was posed regarding tethers and here is the MHSAA interpretation on these 2 items:

Guys:
 
As for the shoes, the only tape allowed anywhere on the shoes would be tape on the laces to secure those shoe laces.

In all sports under NF rules, the interpretation has been we allow kids with tethers to compete, unless the size of the tether makes it absolutely impossible for that student to compete.  Remember the opposing wrestler must be able to secure a normal grip around the area of the special device/equipment.
 
The tethers that I have seen, if anything, place the tether-wearing wrestler at the disadvantage as it has given the opponent and additional holding point on the leg.
