· Pre-meet and wrestler inspection, do as much as can while inspection is being done and include the coach as much as possible but remembering the home coach has many duties that night and the pre-meet is low on the list

· Introduce yourself to the coaches

· Give a overview of how you will be calling stalling

· A comparison of LWOA officials to what they find in other areas of the state

· Indicated that they were appreciative of the consistency of the LWOA officials as compared to other area of the state and other official groups

· Like that we helped bring along new officials and had a development program

· Indicated that they like having the same official for an entire dual if at a dual meet tournament and not rotating officials during each dual meet.
· Indicated some things that frustrate them - ignoring them when they do go to the table, not telling a kid what he did wrong but not coaching them.

· What makes a 1 versus a 4 rated official - consistency, knowledge of the rules, calling out points and decisions, like out of bounds, professionalism, and having an authority in presents, taking charge in a situation or meet.
