Once the offensive wrestler has assumed a legal starting 


position and is stationary, the referee shall verbally say 



“Set” and then pause momentarily before starting 




wrestling.



3.
The rear- standing, double-knee kickback was added to 



the list of illegal holds/maneuvers.



4.
Any contestant who exhibits sign, symptoms or 




behaviors consistent with a concussion shall be 




immediately removed from the match and cannot return 


to competition until cleared by an appropriate health-



care professional.
